a) 26/00599/TPO A crown reduction of a single Oak tree (T1) with a heavy lean, to be reduced by 3/4 meters to reduce the risk of it falling on the power lines/BT; 36 Haytor View, Heathfield (Observations: Refer to TDC Arboricultural Officer).

b) 26/00720/TPO T2 Ash – Reduce via thinning dominant leaders by 2-3 meters in length on SW, W and SE aspects of lateral crown.  Reduce crown height by 1.5 – 2 meters.  To lessen loading within the crown to reduce risk of branch failure.  T846 Alder – Crown reduce in and lateral growth by 1.5-2 metres.  Tree has become large and is starting to encroach on to properties.  T3 Alder/Hazel – Coppice 5 smaller groups of trees to improve light penetration to woodland floor; Land at Ngr 282052 78160, Le Molay-Littry Way (Observations: Refer to TDC Arboricultural Officer).
