6.2: Review the timeline in view of 6.1 above (RB/MI):
If TDC return Plan on time, it can go to BTTC full council meeting on 25th January 2021 (MI).  TDC have a six week turnaround period and they have seen the Plan three times already. RB will ask MW to put this on the agenda.  MI will change the final programme to the third week in September 2021.  

* Discussion continued under 7, but minuted here.  Programme allows time for BTTC Councillors to comment on the Plan (MI) – circulate to them after LB Planning’s forthcoming review and at the same time of TDC review, so that there is time for comment and amendment prior to the full BTTC council meeting on 25th January 2021.  Any delay could be handled by an EGM to ensure sign-off of the Plan (SB).

MI noted that the SG should consider the time taken to appoint an Examiner so that one is in place for when the Plan returns from TDC.  TDC often informally indicate that the Plan can go forward to examination.

6.3: Review process of creating submission version and submitting plan (RB):
TDC have withdrawn from the GESP so the paragraph in the Plan will be deleted; for TDC, the Local Plan will be paramount (MEd).

The Statutory Consultees’ comments on the Plan will be made into Appendix 31 and available through a link (MEd).

RB will look at the Basic Conditions Statement and will send to LB Planning. MI noted that the Examiner will look at this document in detail.

MEd is working on the current version of the Consultation Statement, will need to insert Table 3, Section 6 and Front Cover.  General Comments from respondents will be inserted into the Consultation Statement. Community Questionnaire Report is not in the Appendices and it is a large document (MW has a copy).  TDC would probably need electronic copies instead of paper ones (RB), however the proof-readers will need hard copies (SB).  MEd will liaise with MW to label up the documents so that they are easy to find.
