i) A member of the Residents Association asked for the Council to consider formally 


relaying residents’ concerns to DCC about the section of footpath between Churchfields 


Drive and Coombe Close. The current condition makes it difficult for wheelchair users to 


use the footpath given the deterioration of the surface and elderly residents are concerned 


about falling due to the uneven surface.  Cllr Gribble previously met the Public Rights of 


Way Officer on site but given the worsening state of the path and residents’ concerns, he 


will again follow-up. The Town Clerk confirmed that a meeting is due to be facilitated with 


DCC’s Area Highways Officer for later this month.


ii) A member of the Neighbourhood Watch advised that residents were concerned about 


vehicles speeding along Le Molay-Littry Way. Residents observed 100 cars during a timed 

period and advised that 70 of them were driving above the 30-mph speed limit. Residents, 


whilst acknowledging that DCC are accountable for the road, would like support from the 


Town Council to escalate the matter.  The Town Clerk advised that a meeting is due to be 


facilitated with DCC’s Area Highways Officer for later this month.
